Some persons do not pay or lend money on Tuesdays and Fridays;

Sneezing is
regarded as a bad omen; if anybody sneezes before a journey is to be
begun or some important work is to be started, it is postponed. If a cat
crosses the way when a person is proceeding on important business,
he fears that he will not succeed.

In many European countries number thirteen is considered

unlucky, so that many hotels do not contain rooms numbered 13. They
believe that if 13 persons sit at a dining table, one of them will die in a
few days.

It is unfortunate that superstitions still persist in spite of the
advancement of science. All superstitions are obviously baseless and
absurd and prevent us from making progress in life. Man is a rational
being. He should not allow the clear stream of reason to lose its way
into the dreary desert of superstition.

8. The Use and Abuse of Leisure

Leisure is perhaps as important as work. When we work
continously, for several hours we feel very tired and, unless we have



some break, we cannot carry on and our health may be injured. After a
little relaxation, we can work more energetically and more efficiently.
We should take care to make the proper use of leisure. Those who are
engaged in manual work should, in the leisure, do the kind of work
which exercises and entertains the mind. Those who do mental or
brain work—for example, students, teachers, writers—should spend
their leisure time in physical and athletic activities. Pursuits different
from our regular business provide adequate relaxation.

There are various hobbies for us to pursue in our leisure hours :
stamp-collecting, drawing, photography, music, gardening, and so
on. A hobby is a pursuit in which one is really interested and
therefore proves to be an excellent recreation. Evening walks,
particularly in congenial company, can also be a relaxation, in that
they provide opportunities to refresh ourselves in the open air and
enjoy the beauty of nature.

Unfortunately, however, many of us have a tendency to abuse

leisure. They spend their leisure time in drinking, playing cards, betting
on horses and so forth. We should avoid unhealthy amusement. To sit
idle is another way of abusing leisure. Idle hands are liable to do
mischief. An idle mind is the devil’s workshop. We should therefore be
occupied with something recreative in our leisure hours.

By travelling we come into direct
contact with things that we wish to know. Our knowledge of distant
land gained from numerous textbooks cannot stand comparison with
that which a month’s travel there would give us. Travel gives a
character of experience to our knowledge.

By travelling we not only gain knowledge but broaden our nature.
Like the frog in the well, the man who sticks to his home has a narrow
vision of the world. As Shakespeare says, “Rather see the wonders of



the world abroad than, living duly sluggarized at home, wear out thy
youth with shapeless idleness.” In the places we travel about we are
able to encounter men of different temperaments, customs and
habits and learn to deal with them. We also learn to adapt ourselves
to new manners and customs. We cultivate caution, forbearance
and tact. And that is one of the chief aims of education.

Travel also helps us brush up our knolwedge of a foreign

language. If, for example, we travel about England for a few weeks,
we shall be able to speak English better through our contact with
native speakers.

35. Some Wonders of Modern Science

Science has been making great strides particularly for the last five
or six decades. Man has worked miracles in the field of science and
there seems to be nothing that he cannot achieve.



The most important recent inventions have been in the field of
electronics and computers. Computers perform complex calculations in
a fraction of the time that would have been needed in the past. They
help to run businesses economically and safely. Aircraft and ships use
computers to monitor things like geographical position and fuel
consumption.

Electronic devices have made robots a reality. Many factories now
have robots that do several tasks such as painting and welding.
Engineers have also developed ‘intelligent’ robots, which can act as
guards and firemen, and may travel into space to distant worlds.

For hundreds of years man had dreamed of travelling in space.
That dream came true in 1961: a Russian, Yuri Gagarian, was the
first man to travel in space. In 1969 Neil Armstrong became the
first man to set foot on the moon. Hundreds of people have
travelled in space, but unmanned space flight is much more
miraculous. Unmanned craft are equipped with instruments to
send television pictures and scientific information back to earth.
They travel through the solar system and beyond, photographing
planets. All the planets except Pluto (the most distant planet) have

world to another only by cables under or over the ground, or be
broadcast from radio transmitters. Today satellites are used in the
world-wide network of telecommunications. Communications satellites
are placed in orbit above the earth so that they can bounce radio
signals from one part of the world to another. It is satellites that
enable us to see on television events that are happening on the other
side of the world a fraction of a second after they take place.

Rapid developments in modern medicine have conquered many
diseases and disorders. The latest developments include body
scanners, which can produce a detailed picture of the interior of the
human body. Radio-therapy is often used to cure cancer. Today
surgery is so advanced that surgeons can repair or replace organs
such as the kidneys and the heart. Man has conquered nearly
everything except death.

36. Educational Possibilities of Broadcasting



Broadcasting is one of the most beneficial scientific achievements.
Besides being a source of various types of entertainment and
recreation, it has a very important role in educating people, more
particularly the masses.

By listening in to news one can keep in touch with current events.
There are certain programmes on the radio which summarize, in the
form of simple and interesting dialogues, current affairs so that even
the illiterate can know what is happening around.

Speeches, discussions and symposia on a wide variety of subjects are
broadcast regularly. Such broadcasts are of great educational value.
For example, an opthalmologist introduces us to the structure of the
eye and suggests precautions to be taken against eye diseases; a
dentist points out the care of the teeth; a scientist expounds the theory
of relativity; an educationist criticizes the present educational system
and suggests measures for its improvement; a police officer talks
about the methods of investigating a crime; a group of men of letters
discuss the various aspects of Shakespeare’s work; a doctor, a
sociologist, an economist and philosopher give their views of family
planning; and so forth.

The All India Radio arranges for farmers to be acquainted with the
recent effective methods of agriculture by means of frequent
broadcasts on the subject at nearly all the stations. It also broadcasts
English lessons for secondary schools; the Central Institute of English
and foreign Languages, Hyderabad, the Regional Institute of English,
Bangalore, etc. help organize such English teaching programmes.
The BBC'’s ‘English by Radio’ programmes, broadcast every night, are
of particular value to learners of English.

The poet regards great books as friends who can always
be relied upon. Their company delights him. They provide
solace when he is in misery. He feels that he is greatly
indebted to them.

They are the books which contain the minds of the great.
The poet’s friends are the books. They can never part
from him. They have been and will be helpful to him all
his life.

The poet has often shed tears in gratitude for the books,
which have been of great help to him.

We should not think that whatever we have done or said
is past and that we need not be concerned about it. Our
actions and words have to be accounted for on the Day of
Judgement.

PARAPHRASING

This world is full of miseries. None can find here perfect
happiness. Happiness, if it is found, is accompained with sorrow. It
seems to be wise, and may not be an offence against the law of
love, to compare our lot with the lot of those who are less
fortunate, so that we may put up with our moderate misfortunes
and sympathise with others who are more miserable.

We are all children of one and the same great God, whatever the
place of our birth, our language, or our complexion. Even after
death we shall not be divided according to our language, colour,
nationality or country. Our common Father, from whom we our
life and activity, is our impartial judge, to whom distinctions of
race, colour or languages have no meaning whatever. He will
judge us strictly according to our actions, good or bad, which he
will assess with the utmost impartiality.

There once stood a school in that spot fenced with gorse that
puts forth beautiful flowers, which there are none to enjoy. The
schoolmaster, who taught in that noisy building, was a strict



disciplinarian. He was fearful to look at. All truants including the
writer had experience of his sternness. Every morning, looking
at their teacher’s face, the trembling pupils used to forebode the
misfortunes which the day had in store for them. He often
cracked jokes and, whenever he did, they laughed with
pretended joy. When he frowned, the terrible news was
conveyed from one boy to another through whispers and
circulated all around. Nevertheless, he was good-natured. If he
was severe, it was because he was keen that his pupils should
learn well.

It may be a weakness to love the place where we played in our
" childhood, but such weakness is praiseworthy. The man who is
not moved by that scene is stone-hearted and incapable of
being moved by anything. The wall on which we carved our
names still visible; the bench on which we sat while fully
occupied in reading, though it is damaged; the young children
with their buttons unfastened, playing the same games on the
same spot : all these are delighful to look at and call back to
the mind our childhood pleasures. We seem almost to be

sweet innocent children again. _ _ _
- Human activities are made up of trifles and half of our misery is

due to our failings. The real joy in life is derived from peace
and ease. Only a very small number of men can save or serve
their fellowmen, but it is possible for all men to be amiable.
Every rude person should realize that a small act of unkindness
causes great pain. We may not find ourselves able to bestow
plentiful gifts on others, but it is quite possible to restrain
ourselves from offending them. We may not be able to give
them large quantities of wealth, to favour them with high
positions, or to give them perfect health. But we are endowed
with the capability to console those who are in distress, pardon
another for doing wrong, and resist taunts. God has ordained
that happiness in life shall depend on these factors and
_ misfortunes vanish when one has a true friend.

Beasts retired to their beds of grass and
birds to their nests. The nightingale, which was awake, sang her
love-song throughout the night.
