U When to put ‘es’ with the main verb
e With the main verbs ending with the letter ‘o’ - Goes, Does, etc.

With the main verbs ending with ‘ss’ or ‘sh’ - Kisses, Misses,
Passes, Pushes, Rushes, etc

With the main verbs ending with ‘x’, ‘zz’, or ‘ch’ - Fixes, Relaxes,
Buzzes, Catches, Reaches, etc.

With the main verbs ending with ‘Consonant + y’. Such main
verbs end with ‘y’ but ‘y’ is preceded by a consonanti.e. b, c, d, f,
g, etc. In such cases, we first change ‘y’ to ‘i’, and then put ‘es’.

Cry — Cries, Marry — Marries, Try — Tries, Fly — Flies

U When NOT to put ‘es’ with the main verb

With the main verbs ending with ‘Vowel + y’. Such main verbs end with
‘v but ‘y’ is preceded by a vowel i.e. a, €, i, 0, u.

In such cases, we simply put ‘s’. - Say — Says, Play — Plays
